Feast Day November 9ñStory of the Dedication of St. John Lateran 
Most Catholics think of St. Peterõs as the popeõs main church, but they are wrong. St. 
John Lateran is the popeõs church, the cathedral of the Diocese of Rome where the 
Bishop of Rome presides. 
The first basilica on the site was built in the fourth century when Constantine donat-
ed land he had received from the wealthy Lateran family. That structure and its suc-
cessors suffered fire, earthquake, and the ravages of war, but the Lateran remained 
the church where popes were consecrated until the popes returned from Avignon in 
the 14th century to find the church and the adjoining palace in ruins. 
Pope Innocent X commissioned the present structure in 1646. One of Romeõs most 
imposing churches, the Lateranõs towering facade is crowned with 15 colossal statues 
of Christ, John the Baptist, John the Evangelist, and 12 doctors of the Church.   
Beneath its high altar rest the remains of the small wooden table on which tradition 
holds Saint Peter himself celebrated Mass.

Pastoral Council Column 
Why Do So Many Catholics Assume That They Are Going to Heaven? 

In the modern, laid-back mode of Christianity, perhaps we take Grace 
for granted. Some form of Protestantism seems to have infiltrated our 
collective consciousness. Is it possible that we do not realize that 
Actual Grace is not a thing that allows us to be content with a state of 
sinfulness? Although it does give us a way to see our sins without 
being condemned by them, it provides much more than that: Actual 
Grace gives us the power to recognize our sins, to repent of them, to 
convert our hearts to Christ, and eventually, God willing, to overcome 

them. 

No, we will never completely overcome our sinful nature in this life, 
but that should not make us complacent with our sins, and it most 
certainly does not give us license to sin. Quite the reverse: Grace 
gives us the incentive, and the supernatural ability from God, to over-

come sin.  

Again, is it possible that most Catholics don't understand that we are 
called to holiness? Not just to a belief in Jesus, and not just to the 
pews on Sunday morning, and not just to being good to our         
neighbors, but to actual holiness? Perhaps the general acceptance of 
worldly truisms, along with their disappointments and dismays, has 
caused us to have lost belief in holiness, particularly as holiness   
pertains to our own selves. For instance, we try to develop a deeper 
prayer life, but discover right away that itôs hard, and decide that we're 
not up to it. Or we try to overcome habitual sin, but find ourselves 
going back for more. And then we say, ñWell, Iôm forgiven because 
Jesus died for me, and perfection is only for the saints of the world, 

you know?ò 

Well no, we should not agree to this. That is just the gravity of our 
natural selves pulling us down. Holiness compels us to become    
lighter. And becoming lighter is effected by grace, often working in the 
areas of our lives occupied by sin, if we allow it to. On the other hand, 
if we presume that we're going to heaven just because Jesus died for 
our sins, then we are presuming that that horse will pull our wagon 

before we've hitched our wagon to that horse. It wonôt. 

So how do we turn such a widespread disconnect back to true     
Catholic teaching? Each one of us has to look inside. As Flannery 
OôConnor wrote, ñTo know oneself is, above all, to know what one 
lacks. It is to measure oneself against Truth, and not the other way 
around. The first product of self-knowledge is humilityé.ò It requires 
humility to submit oneself to the Churchôs teachings, particularly in a 
world that advocates the exact opposite. But it is a good first step, and 

the rewards for conversion are infinite.

Dear faithful of the Catholic Community of Platteville, 
 

Be brave and have courage! As you may be aware, in the Catholic Church there is a division 
between Traditional and Liberal communities, which is a reflection of a deeper division between 
Traditional and Liberal individuals. If we want to describe both communities or individuals in 
simple words, I would say that the first group loves what has been taught by the Magisterium of 
the Church since the beginning; and the second group loves to open the Church to the new 
ideas that come from the Modern world. No need to mention them all! They are there now. Just 
open your eyes! 
 

However, I have to say that in truth every single Catholic should be Traditional due to the teach-
ing of the Holy Scripture as well as to the teaching of the Catholic Church. Tradition is a word 
that comes from Latin, tradere, and it means to give something (that you have, or you have  
received) to someone. In the Catholic Church, Tradition means both to keep the faith you have 
received from your ancestors and to transmit It with fidelity to the next generation. It is a funda-
mental point of our Catholic Faith. Read this quote, ñTherefore the Apostles, handing on what 
they themselves had received, warn the faithful to hold fast to the tradition they have learned 
either by word of mouth or by letter (see 2 Thess., 2, 15), and to fight in defense of the faith 
handed on once and for all (see Jude 1, 3)ò It comes from the Constitution Dei Verbum of  
Vatican II. Keep the faith you have received! That is a command that you can find here and 
there in the Holy Scripture. 
 

So breaking with Tradition, as it was done by  Martin Luther and the Reformers in the XVIth 
century, and as it happened after Vatican II inside the Catholic Church by many people, was a 
huge mistake. I am sorry to say it in this way, but it is so. We have lost many good things we 
had in the past, and now it is quite a challenge to bring them back to life. Only brave and coura-
geous faithful will be able to do it. 
 

Today how many of us complain about what is going on in our crazy world, but just a few of us 
realize that it started at the same time when we broke with the Tradition and accepted in our 
Church the new ideas coming from the World! We sent to the fire many statues of the Saints 
from the Old Churchô buildings in the sixties and seventies, and now only a few have devotion 
to them! We moved the tabernacles to a corner of the Church, and now only a few come to pray 
to Jesus Christ in churches!  I am wondering why some people were so furious as to send to 
the fire these pious things. 
 

As I have told you, we need to recover our Tradition, as well as this country needs to recover its 
traditions. For years, we have negotiated with the World things that per se were non negotiable. 
Enough is enough. It is time for us to be brave and courageous. Give back what is Godôs and 
Caesar what is Caesarôs.
