Pastoral Council Column 
Doldrums of the Ordinary 
The other day, as I struggled to leave my thoughts behind and to  
focus on the Mass, I was quite suddenly struck by what a different 
world we Catholics inhabit. Even if I had been a Protestant, I could not 
have felt more challenged, even estranged, by the details of the 
Mass.  
Some of that may be because my mother was brought up a Quaker 
who converted, because she felt called to the Eucharist. I inherited 
many of her sensibilities, including her preference for simplicity. Her 
parents, when she announced her intention of becoming Catholic, 
were certain that her soul was lost. And that may explain why she was 
excited when the changes in the Church began to take place in the 
1970s ï people facing each other, statues removed, less emphasis on 
ritual and rite, incense and bells; and a human, psychological       
approach to sin and grace. Maybe, to her, things now seemed more 
familiar, like a meeting of Friends. 
Now, Quakers may be inspired by the Holy Spirit or they may not. 
They may be drawn to holiness or they may not. But nothing about 
the Quaker Meeting House admits anything more than a withdrawal 
from earthly distractions. It is a human room on a human scale, with 
seats turned inward toward the center, facing each other. And, if you 
donôt know, there is no noise unless someone is moved to speak by 
the Holy Spirit. My mother was one of seven children, and she reports 
that their entire bench would shake in fits of laughter periodically, 
which seems to me to be the proper response of children to such a 
highly charged environment. 
The Catholic Church, on the other hand, is entirely turned toward 
Jesus Christ, and the bells and incense are both a delight and an 
assist to help us understand the reality, the holiness, and the deep 
mystery of the world we have entered. 
For we do indeed enter another world at Mass. Not only do we leave 
our ordinary world behind; we leave our ordinary universe behind. If 
viewed with ordinary eyes and not through a supernatural lens, we 
may quickly find ourselves wondering, ñWhy all the fuss?ò just as 
some Protestants might. But if we wake ourselves from the doldrums 
of the ordinary, we will see revealed as much of the beauty of Heaven 
as we will ever see as long as we remain on Earth.

Dear faithful in Jesus Christ, 
 

Christmas is at hand! I love Christmas! This coming Sunday is Gaudete Sunday, 
Joyful Sunday. The color of the celebration of the Holy Mass is rose.  The great 
secret of Christianity is precisely the secret of joy. ñNow is your time of grief, but I 
will see you again and you will rejoice, and no one will take away your joy.ò (John, 
16, 22) This is a gift that only can be understood by those who have received it.
